The 2009 New Senior Secondary Liberal Studies (NSS LS) curriculum reform has recently
prompted a heated discussion in Hong Kong. It allegedly has promoted political ‘bigotry a

bias” among students by unleashing their critical thinking. The Hong Kong Education Burgau
has set up a special Task Force to review the curriculum, signaling thus Government'’s inténtion
to re-reform the NSS LS. The possible changes might include downgrading the subject/tofan
elective status or replacing its current examination method. How does NSS LS affect teachers?
How do Hong Kong teachers view the impacts of this reform on their students? To answer
these questions, this workshop in two parts will be led respectively by Dr. Jae Parkéiand Dr.
Tamara Savelyeva: (1) Background and sociological analysis of the Hong Kong education
system and reform; (2) Discussion over the findings of a two-year study on environmental
education, an area of the NSS LS, funded by the University Grant Committee of the Hong Kong
Government. The data from 30 teachers’ interviews, 5000 student questionnaires, and 900
reflective narratives suggest that this internationally unique and successful Liberal Studies
Curriculum is being challenged by Hong Kong’s political environment.
